	Основными целями изучения учебной дисциплины «Английский язык»в целоми данной методической разработки в частности являетсяформирование коммуникативной компетенции, позволяющей свободно общаться на английском языке в различных формах и на различные темы, с учетом приобретенного словарного запаса, а также условий, мотивов и целей общения, а также воспитание личности, способной и желающей участвовать в общении на межкультурном уровне.
